The title field is a good way to search for major articles on a specific topic. Document title is also a
selectable option in the drop-down menu next to each search field on the Advanced search page.

abs(underground railroad)
abs(Nixon and China)

Use the abstract field to look for major articles. Abstract is also a selectable option in the drop-down menu
next to each search field on the Advanced search page.

Amelia Earhart and words(>800) (greater than 800 words)
martin luther king and words(<350) (less than 350 words)

Limit your results to articles of a specific length by using the words field.

Sort results by Page Number instead of Document Title to see the front page articles. You can view the
entire front page for those articles by selecting page map from the result format options.
