Available to qualified users, the Output to Spreadsheet feature streamlines planning by enabling you to
conveniently export online SRDS data to build custom plans, eliminating manual entry.

Choose “Output to Spreadsheet” from the
Output/Reports option drop-down list and click
“Submit.” In the lower-right frame, you are
presented with a set of data elements that you
can choose to output into a spreadsheet.

• Select the data elements you want to output
and click “Submit.” The right frame reloads to
confirm that the selected data will output as a
comma-delimited (.CSV) file to most spreadsheet
applications in PC or Macintosh platforms.

• Click “Submit” to output the data.
• Most browsers will give the option to save the

file to a disk or open it in the current location;
