Collection highlights include the
American Civil War, railroad history, women in
architecture and Appalachia. These items do
not circulate but a reading room is provided and
staff will assist in getting copies of documents.
Special Collegbns hours are posted near the
door.

Reserve
itemsare class readings or other high demand
materials that have a short circulation period.
Library fines may be paid here or at the
Photocopy/Cashiers window on th&ffbor.
