Approval of Minutes

D. Milly opened the meeting and asked for approval of the minutes.  The minutes of February 26, 2002, were approved.

Materials Budget
P. Metz gave an overview of the timeline for materials budget reductions.   He explained that serials cancellations will take place in three phases, with the vendor notification occurring for the first two by the end of this year:

· Cancellation of items which we hold in both print and electronic format so that we continue electronic only

· Standing orders review (books in series, annual type publications etc.)

· Journal and other subscription review

Update on Library Budget
E. Hitchingham explained that closing the Geosciences branch is still being considered.  However, in an effort to keep Geosciences open, counter options such as shorter hours are also being considered.  Linda Richardson as Director for Reference and Branch Services, and Ed Lener, Head of the Geosciences are looking at different possibilities, including some support from the Geosciences department, that might allow keeping Geosciences open but for fewer hours.
Update on Library Review
The Provost’s Library Review Team (Dr. Deanna Marcum, President Council on Library and Information Resources, Dr. Fred Heath, Dean and Director of Libraries, Texas A&M, Mr. James F. Williams, Dean of Libraries, University of Colorado) is scheduled for a visit April 28 – 30.   Dr Marcum, who will serve as team coordinator, will have a preliminary visit on April 4th.

LibQual™ (2001 data, 2002 survey)

E. Hitchingham gave a thorough presentation of the 2001 LibQual+™ survey results. This nationally normed survey measures user perceptions of library services on four dimensions:

1) access to collections;
2) the library as place;
3) ability to allow personal control of information interactions by the user; and,
4) affective issues.
The information obtained through this survey provides feedback regarding services, collections, and electronic vs. physical use.

The 2002 survey of faculty and graduate and undergraduate students will begin in a few weeks.  ULC members were asked to encourage their constituents to participate in the program.
Feedback from Constituents
The quality of the library copy machines was discussed in respect to machine down-time and the quality of copies.
