Update on Prevail Archive 
Rutgers University Libraries, through their RUCore project has been providing the Libraries with a 
temporary platform for archiving materials for the Virginia Tech April 16

th
 2007 Prevail Archive of the 

University Library, also referred to as the Prevail Archive. Since our use of their system is a temporary 
arrangement we need to consider how we will handle these materials in the future. We need to 
understand where we can position the Prevail Archive materials once they are no longer on the Rutgers 
system. At the same time we can look at the possibility of using one system to not only serve as a 
platform for the Prevail materials, but to also bring together many of the digital offerings the Library 
already has, but which are scattered across a number of platforms.
